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How the learning was measured

Students were asked to respond to a series of statements that pertained to their learning given the various aspects of their
study abroad program. Using a five point Likert scale (1 = strongly disagree; 5 = strongly agree), students selected the
number that best corresponded with how likely they would be to agree with each statement as a result of their study abroad
experience.
